PROPOSED HISTORIC DISTRICT
In 2003, the proposed Round Hill Historic District was evaluated by the Virginia Department of Historic Resources (VDHR) staff and the State Review Board and was determined to be eligible for nomination to the National Register of Historic Places and the Virginia Landmarks Register.

The Town applied for a Cost Share grant from the VDHR in June 2007 to substantially fund the documentation process necessary for the official nomination to the State and Federal Registers, and was notified that the grant was approved in August 2007. 

VDHR has selected Ms. Maral Kalbian, an architectural historian, as a consultant to perform the field work and documentation necessary to proceed with the nomination process to place the proposed district on the State and Federal Registers. She is also seeking historic postcards, photographs and any other information that can be used in the nomination.
A public information meeting was held on January 22nd to introduce Ms. Kalbian and Mr. David Edwards, Director of the VDHR Northern Virginia Regional Office in Winchester, and to review the scope of this project. Maral Kalbian will be in town taking photographs and completing the historical survey forms required for the nomination process beginning the first week of February.
When work is completed on this project by the end of summer, a second Public Meeting and Public Hearing, sponsored by VDHR, will be held to present Ms. Kalbian’s findings.

Placement of this Historic District on the National Register of Historic Places will formally document and recognize its history. National Register designation is strictly honorary. Absolutely no limitations will be placed on what property owners may do with their property or their buildings by this proposed action.
However, property owners who renovate structures in National Register Districts may be eligible for Rehabilitation Tax Credits. More information about National Register Districts and Rehabilitation Tax Credits is also available at www.dhr.virginia.gov.
